2. Mock Cabinet Meeting: Set up a Mock Cabinet Meeting
where the Prime Minister presides over discussions on
national issues (e.g., economic policy, national security, or
international relations). Students can play the roles of
Cabinet Ministers, and the Prime Minister must steer the
discussion and make decisions based on collective inputs.

Other students can act as members of the
UPSC board, asking questions on current affairs, general
knowledge, and ethical dilemmas.
